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Better Business Bureau Warns of Online Employment Scheme by Intelligent Post
Better Business Bureau (BBB) is warning job seekers about identity theft perpetrated nationally by Idaho-based Intelligent Post (also known as Intel Post, Intelpost LLC, Intell Post Shipping Company, and Intelligent Logistics).
The fraudulent product reshipping company initially contacts its jobseekers through career websites like Indeed or via text message with attractive work-from-home offers, promising $3,200 per month plus bonuses.
Reportedly, victims are asked to provide sensitive personal information, including photos of government-issued IDs and selfies. The personal information collected is then used to create false tax returns or to open fraudulent credit accounts.
BBB has received multiple reports of Intelligent Post also taking money from jobseekers.
The business’s registration in Idaho was dissolved on October 31, 2023, but it continues to operate online.
Intelligent Post has received 47 Scam Tracker reports and 8 complaints in the last 12 months. They have an “F” rating with BBB.
“We urge anyone who has been negatively impacted by Intelligent Post or similar scams to report their experience,” said Dené Joubert, Investigations Manager of BBB Great West + Pacific. “To protect yourself and others, file your experience to BBB Scam Tracker, the FBI's Internet Crime Complaint Center, and the Federal Trade Commission.”
BBB recommends jobseekers take the following precautions:
· Verify job offers directly through known company websites and contact their HR departments.
· Never provide sensitive personal information or photos of IDs to unknown or unverified entities.
· Research companies thoroughly on BBB.org and other reputable sites before applying.
